	Certification
	The course prepares candidates to undertake the National Proficiency Test council PA2 test. 

This is a practical test and candidates will need to bring all the equipment listed above.

After a successful test, the form is sent to the NPTC at Stoneleigh, Warwickshire, who issue the certificate of competence/identity card.
